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Dr. Scott Comes


Dr. Scott Comes is the Deputy Director for Program Evaluation within the office of Cost Assessment and Program Evaluation (CAPE).  In this role, he leads CAPE’s efforts in the PPBES process and he directs the annual Program and Budget Review.  He also leads CAPE’s assessment of the cost and effectiveness of major procurement programs in the Defense Acquisition process. 

Prior to assuming his current position he was the Deputy Director for Strategic, C4 and ISR programs.  In that position he was responsible for strategic forces, weapons of mass destruction, missile defense, intelligence, surveillance and reconnaissance platforms and sensors, satellites, communications, information technology and assurance, and science and technology.
Previously in CAPE he was the Director of the C4 and Information Programs Division in CAPE where he was responsible for programs in business and warfighting information technology; information assurance; command, control, communications, and computers (C4); and communications satellites.  Prior to that position, he was Special Assistant to the Director,  providing direct liaison between the Director and the CAPE Staff and other offices in the Office of Secretary of Defense (OSD), the military services, and the Joint Staff.   He started working in CAPE as an analyst in the Naval Forces Division, where he was responsible for evaluating aircraft carriers, surface combatants, and amphibious ships. 

Before joining the government, Dr. Comes was a project director and analyst at the Center for Naval Analyses, where he worked on anti-submarine warfare programs.  He directed projects analyzing sonar systems and airborne radar submarine detection capabilities.  During his time at CNA, he also completed field tours at Air Test and Evaluation Squadron One and in the Navy Programming Office on the Navy staff.


Dr. Comes has a Bachelor of Science in nuclear engineering from the University of Virginia and a Ph.D. in nuclear engineering from North Carolina State University.  He has received the Presidential Rank Award of Meritorious Executive, the OSD Meritorious and Exceptional Civilian Service Awards, and the Department of Navy Superior and Meritorious Public Service Awards.
